CONCLUSIONS (see p. 14) 
1. The applicant is seeking relief from Sub-section 7.3.4C of the zoning code to allow for a single-family 

home on a vacant lot located in the Uptown MU district. The applicant is also seeking relief from Sub-

section 7.3.7C(1) which establishes that residential properties must have a side build-to line of 5 to 10 

feet. 

 

2. The size and shape of the lot in question make it not possible to construct a multifamily or commercial 

property intended by the MU zoning district. 

 

3. The granting of this variance will not cause substantial detriment to the public good, nor will it 

substantially impair the intent and purpose of an adopted plan or the Code, nor will it be injurious to the 

neighborhood or the general welfare, and it will be harmony with the purpose and intent of the 

development code.
